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From Pastor Jason: 
In July, a group of eighteen members and friends of Holy Nativity travelled to Germany to walk “in the 
steps of Martin Luther,” as the tour materials advertised.  We had an amazing experience seeing the 
places where Martin Luther lived, taught, wrote, and preached.  It was powerful to stand in the very 
room at Wartburg Castle where Martin Luther translated the New Testament into German.  It was 
amazing to sit in the seats of the church in Erfurt where Luther and his fellow monks worshipped daily, 
looking at the very same stained glass windows Luther would have looked at over 500 years ago.   
 
While the Luther sites were the main focus of the trip, I found that the lasting impact of World War II had 
perhaps just as large an impact on me.  In nearly every city we visited, we were told that most of the 
city had been destroyed in the war and rebuilt since then.  Many buildings that looked like they were 
hundreds of years old had actually been rebuilt since 1945 to match the originals that were destroyed. 
 
When asked about my personal trip highlight, I have to answer that it was sitting at Dietrich Bonhoef-
fer’s desk in his study in his parents’ house in Berlin.  Bonhoeffer’s story is a great and tragic one of a 
Lutheran pastor and theologian who refused to sit idly by with the rest of his Lutheran denomination 
while Hitler and the Nazis rose to power.  He was executed by the Nazis just weeks before the end of 
the war.  Bonhoeffer was also a brilliant theologian whose books are still read widely by pastors and 
theologians today. 
 
Another powerful moment was seeing Dachau Concentration Camp, outside of Munich.  My great aunt 
was an Army nurse who entered Dachau as part of a hospital unit just five days after it was liberated.  I 
had heard her tragic stories of that experience, but it was very meaningful to see it firsthand. 
 
I can’t help but think of Bonhoeffer and Dachau as we experience what seems like a resurgence of rac-
ism and white nationalism in our country.  The events in Charlottesville, Virginia in August were tragic 
and shocking.  It is hard for many of us to believe that in 2017 there could be such a public pro-racist, 
pro-Nazi, pro-white, pro-hatred demonstration in this country.  Yet there was.  These beliefs and atti-
tudes are out there, and not just in “the south.”  As Christians, we must first be clear that racism is nev-
er acceptable.  As a white person, I believe it is my responsibility to speak clearly, unequivocally, re-
peatedly, and absolutely against the racist ideology and behavior we are seeing in our country today.  I 
hope you agree.  As people of faith, we are called to name and repent of racism in our own views and 
attitudes, but also speak and act against it in our culture and world. 
 
At Dachau, there are a number of memorials and inscriptions.  One reads briefly, “Never Again.”  An-
other one, a bit longer, reads, “May the example of those who were exterminated here between 1933-
1945 because they resisted Nazism help to unite the living for the defense of peace and freedom and in 
respect for their fellow man.”  Racism, white nationalism, Nazism, or whatever we want to call what we 
are seeing today must be resisted with all our beings.  In experiencing Dachau and remembering what 
Bonhoeffer did, I am reminded of just how important this resistance is.   As Bonhoeffer is reported to 
have once said, “Silence in the face of evil is itself evil: God will not hold us guiltless. Not to speak is to 
speak. Not to act is to act.”

OLD BUSINESS – Roof update: Roof is complete, but other storm damage work is yet to be done.  Simon Construction would seem to prefer to only 
do the roof.  Currently in negotiations; may have to use remaining insurance money and find other contractor(s) for other work.  Capital campaign:  
Capital campaign is progressing with almost three-quarters of the funds pledged and a sizable amount of money already in the bank. A congregational 
mailing is planned to keep members informed.  Ministry Fair update:  Plans for the ministry fair are well underway. Fair will be part of Rally Day festivi-
ties.  Evangelism/Hospitality conversations continue, with plans for rolling out portions of the new initiative at the Mission Fair. 
 
NEW BUSINESS – Flooring plan: There was some hope that the Fellowship Hall install flooring might be complete by September 10th for Rally Sun-
day. With questions and concerns raised by Council members, it was decided to move more cautiously. Hard surfaces vs. carpet squares, concerns 
about acoustics and retaining winter warmth, made it clear more research and thought needs to be put into our decision process. 
 
Pastor’s Reports - Pr. Jason: Getting ready for fall.  He gave a brief report on the trip to Germany.  A Sunday forum will take place on September 
17th regarding the trip.  Plans need to be made soon for the celebrations of Holy Nativity’s 60th anniversary as well as the 100th anniversary of the 
organ (both in 2018).  The childcare center is doing well despite a few recent challenges with staff turnover.  The board is functioning well to help sup-
port center management.  Saturday, September 9th is God’s Work, Our Hands Day of service at House of Hope from 9:00am-noon.  Service projects 
will benefit PRISM, LWR and LSS.  Pr. Ashley:  Reported there were 22 kids at Camp Wapo this summer and they all had a great experience.  Confir-
mation has over thirty students for the new year.  Vacation Bible School was an effort of the Wildfire churches this summer. Due to low attendance 
from Holy Nativity, we will likely do it on our own again next year.  Ashley also expressed excitement about gearing up for next summer's trip to Houston 
for the ELCA National Youth Gathering.

My Grandmother Asked Me to Tell You 
She’s Sorry by Fredrik Backman is the 
story of Elsa, a seven year old and dif-
ferent. Her grandmother is seventy-

seven years old and crazy—as in standing-on-the
-balcony-firing-paintball-guns-at-strangers crazy. 
She is also Elsa’s best friend. At night, Elsa takes 
refuge in her grandmother’s stories, in the Land-
of-Almost-Awake and the Kingdom of Mamas, 
where everybody is different and nobody needs 
to be normal. 
When Elsa’s grandmother dies and leaves be-
hind a series of letters apologizing to the people 
she has wronged, Elsa’s greatest adventure be-
gins. Her grandmother’s instructions lead her to 
an apartment building full of drunks, monsters, 
attack dogs, and old crones but also to the truth 
about fairy tales and kingdoms and a grandmoth-
er like no other. 
This story is told with the same comic accuracy 
and beating heart as A Man Called Ove, also in 
the library. It is a story about life and death and 
an ode to one of the most important human 
rights: the right to be different. 
“Library Journal” says, “Full of heart, hope, for-
giveness, and the embracing of differences, 
Elsa’s story is one that sticks with you long after 
you’ve turned the last page.”
